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History of the CCC (Civilian Conservation Corps) at the Fort Worth
Nature Center & Refuge (FREE) — departs from Festival area

Take a short guided hike with a local historian & learn about the enduring
projects the CCC completed during the Great Depression. The Fort Worth
Nature Center & Refuge and Lake Worth have a rich history that runs the
gamut of natural history, Prohibition era activity, casinos, The Great
Depression, innovative regional park design & our very own Lake Worth
Monster! This short guided hike will cover almost 100 years of very
interesting history that has taken place right here!

Monster Hayride ($5 per person) — departs from Festival area

Don’t miss out on this alternative form of transportation to see the park.
Along the route, you will learn about the lore & legend of the Lake Worth
Monster. Could he still be lurking in the woods just beyond the road? What
does he eat? What was all the fuss about 40 years ago when the monster
was first sighted? Inquiring minds will find out these answers & more on
the hayride. You might even catch a glance of the monster!

Hike the Levee to Greer Island in Search of the Lak e Worth Monster
(FREE) — departs from Greer Island Parking

Take a walk from the mainland, across the levee & over to Greer Island,
where the Monster retreated to after his infamous tire hurling & chicken-
stealing jaunts. Could he still be living on the island? Or has he traded in
his rural lifestyle for a downtown condo? Hike this trail & see if you can
spot the Monster! Once on Greer Island, you can hike the trails in search of
the Monster or relax at the story-telling & music at the pavilion.

Take a peek at the Quarry where the Lake Worth Mons  ter Hurled Tires
500 Feet! (FREE) — at Greer Island Parking

Do you think the Monster could hurl a tire 500 feet? Take a look at the
quarry & decide for yourself. Interpreters will be available at this location to
discuss the possibilities.

Hike the Levee to Todd Island & Learn about the Lak e Worth Monster

& the Ecosystem he Called Home (FREE) — departs from Cross

Timbers trail Parking

This guided hike will take you from the mainland, across the levee & over to
Todd Island. The Monster roamed all around what is now the Fort Worth
Nature Center & Refuge. Some guided hikes will be led by an actual
eyewitness to the public frenzy that erupted in July 1969 when the first
sightings of the monster occurred. After the guided hike, you can continue
along the trail as its sinuous route leads you into the heart of the ancient
Cross Timbers forest.



Festival (FREE) — Broadview Park by the Refuge Service Center

Park your car at the festival parking, visit the environmental vendors & food
booths, listen to our local musicians play acoustic sets & join in the fun at
the Kids’ Monster Headquarters. At the festival area, you can get snacks &
even get a picture with the Lake Worth Monster. Will the Monster be a
special guest in the festival area? You'll just have to stop by & find out.

This is where you will park to catch the hayride.

Story-telling (FREE) — Greer Island Pavilion

After your hayride & guided hike, take a break on Greer Island at the
pavilion which is the site of the original Greer Island Nature Center. We'll
be reading the children’s book Cam the Man Hunts for the Spooky Goat
Man by Stephanie Erb. This book was written by a local author about our
very own local legend, The Lake Worth Monster (aka Goatman). You can
purchase the book in the festival area. Don’t miss this chance to take a
break & enjoy traditional story-telling in a beautiful setting of post oaks.

The History of the Lake Worth Monster (FREE) —  Hardwicke Visitor's
Center

When you stop by the Hardwicke Visitor's Center to see the bobcat, owls &
opossums, don't forget to take a look at our Monster exhibit. Sallie Ann
Clarke, the author of The Lake Worth Monster of Greer Island has
graciously lent her Monster memorabilia & investigative materials to the
Fort Worth Nature Center & Refuge. The DVD Southern Fried Bigfoot will
be available for viewing the portion on the Lake Worth Monster.

Kids’ Monster Headquarters (FREE) — Festival area

We will have all kinds of fun interactive kids’ games & crafts at the Kids’
Monster Headquarters. Ever wondered how to build a monster? Your kids
will be busy building monsters while learning about the local habitat that the
Monster calls home.

Throw Like the Pro — Tire Hurling Contest (FREE) —  Festival area
The Lake Worth Monster was known to have thrown tires up to 500 feet!
We want to see if there is anyone out there who can match the Monster’s
strength. Could it be you? Find out in our Tire Hurling Contest in the
festival area.



Fish to Feed the Monster (FREE) — Big River parking

This interactive fishing game for both young & old is sponsored by Bass Pro
Shop. Participants will get a chance to try their luck at casting & catching
“fish” while learning about ethical fishing practices.

Feed the Bison (FREE) — Bison pull out

Bison are the largest native mammal we have at the Fort Worth Nature
Center & Refuge. If you don't spot the Lake Worth Monster at the Bash,
the next best thing to do is to visit with the bison. We’'ll have snacks
available to feed the bison & interpreters present who will tell you all you
ever wanted to know about bison...& more!

& may still live. Monster interpreters will be in the water to answer
questions & tell you more about the monster!
